and ot her authors who decide to use it. You can use it too, but we suggest you first
think carefully about whether this license or the ordinary General Public License is
the better strategy to use in any particul ar case, based on the expl anati ons bel ow.
When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price. CQur
General Public Licenses are designed to nmake sure that you have the freedomto
